
1) Why was the resurrection required? Consult Psalm 16:10; John 2:18-22; 
Matthew 20:17-19. If Jesus hadn't been raised from the dead, what would have 
been the outcome? Consult 1 Corinthians 15:14-19.

2) What are some of the key biblical evidences supporting the truth that Jesus 
did, in fact, rise from the dead? Consult Mark 16:1-8; Acts 1:1-3; 1 Corinthians 
15:3-8. In light of the clear biblical witness, why does doubt and disbelief about 
the resurrection still exist in the world? Consult Romans 1:18-19; Jude 17-19.

3) What are the results (past, present, and future) of the resurrection? Consult 
Acts 17:30-31; Romans 4:25; John 6:40.

4) How has Jesus’ resurrection changed your life? What daily impact does the 
fact that “Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father” 
(Romans 6:4) have on the way you live and interact with others?
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
