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The Attributes of God - Immutability 

What does it mean that God is immutable? We are referring to the fact that God is unchanging in His being, in His character, in His Word, and in His purposes. He is eternally consistent.  

“God has neither evolved, grown, nor improved.  All that he is today, he has ever been, and ever will be . . . Whatever the attributes of God were before the universe was called into existence, they are precisely the same now, and will remain so forever.” A.W. Pink

Key Verses showing God’s immutability:
· Malachi 3:6: “For I, the Lord, do not change…”
· Psalm 102:25-27: Of old you laid the foundation of the earth, and the heavens are the work of your hands. They will perish, but you will remain; they will all wear out like a garment. You will change them like a robe, and they will pass away, but you are the same, and your years have no end. The children of your servants shall dwell secure; Their offspring shall be established before you.”
· James 1:17: Every good thing given and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shifting shadow.”
· Hebrews 13:8: Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today and forever. 

God’s Character Does Not Change 
Unlike God, our character changes over time. One theologian says that “man can ascribe nothing constant to himself but his own inconsistency.”

But not God. His character is perfectly fixed. He never becomes less truthful or less faithful or less good. His mercy is an unchanging mercy, His justice is an unchanging justice, and His love is an unchanging love. 

Ephesians 1:4-5: In love He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the kind intention of His will.

We can do nothing to change God’s love, faithfulness and mercy to us. God’s unchanging character should bring us peace!

God’s Word Does Not Change
His Truth and His Word are Fixed:
· John 10:35: “Scripture cannot be broken.” 
· Matthew 5:18: “For truly I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter nor stroke shall pass from the Law until all is accomplished.” 
· Isaiah 40:8: The grass withers, the flower fades but the word of the Lord stands forever. 
· Psalm 119:89, 152: Forever, O Lord, Your word is settled in heaven…You are near, O Lord, And all Your commandments are truth. Of old I have known from Your testimonies, That You have founded them forever. 

God’s design for women is laid out clearly in Scripture and no matter what the culture says, it hasn’t changed. God’s Word is a solid foundation on which we can stand!

God’s Purposes Do Not Change
No plan or purpose of God has or will change:
· Numbers 23:19: “God is not a man, that He should lie, Nor a son of man, that He should repent. Has He said, and will He not do it? Or has He spoken, and will He not fulfill it?” 
· 1 Samuel 15:29: He will not lie or change His mind; for He is not a man that He should change His mind.
· Psalm 33:11: The counsel of the Lord stands forever, The plans of His heart from generation to generation.

This is true of His plans and purposes globally, and this is also true of the specific plans and purposes He has for our lives. To those who have trusted in Christ we have His promise of a salvation that cannot be lost, sanctification that is guaranteed, and glorification that is fixed. (Rom. 8:29-30)

His promises are secured by the faithfulness of Himself (Heb. 6:13-18), making them absolutely guaranteed, for “He who promised is faithful.” (Heb. 10:23) 

Promises we can claim:
· He promises to complete the good work He started in us. (Phil. 1:6)
· He promises He will never leave us. (Isa. 41:10)
· He promises us perfect peace (Isa. 26:3) and a peace that surpasses all understanding. (Phil. 4:7)
· He promises us rest. (Matt. 11:28)
· He promises that His grace is sufficient. (2 Cor. 12:9)
· He promises us renewed strength. (Isa. 40:31)
· He promises that our trials have purpose. (James 1:2)
· He promises us wisdom. (James 1:5)
· He promises that by His wounds we are healed. (1 Pet. 2:24)
· He promises that He will come back for us. (John 14:2-3)

And many more! 

The immutability of God is a worthy anchor for us in a constantly changing world. An anchor is secure because it is unbending – like God’s character, His Word and His purposes. 

“Human nature cannot be relied upon, but God can! However unstable I may be, however fickle my friends may prove, God changes not. If he varied as we do, if he willed one thing today and another tomorrow, if he were controlled by whim, who could confide in him? But, all praise to his glorious name, he is ever the same. His purpose is fixed, his will is stable, his word is sure. Here then is the rock on which we may fix our feet.” A.W. Pink
